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THE CRL AND YOU
 
Is the CRL a reference or the standard for all costumes?  This question has come up multiple times over the 
years. The most vexing to some is that the Legion has no standards written in stone.  The Legion membership  
Officer (Thomas Spanos) has Defined the CRL as the Costume REFERENCE Library. What this means is that the 
CRL is written as a reference for each costume. The individual descriptions are meant to help the GML,  
new member and the experienced member get acquainted with the costume.  The CRL gives the basic information 
for the GML to understand the essential elements of the costume to enable he or she to judge the costume 
based on their particular knowledge using the CRL as a point of reference. The CRL is NOT the costuming 
standard of the 501st Legion. The standard for individual units is based on the GML not the CRL alone.
 
The Sith Lord Detachment as well as many other Detachments have written or are writing advanced level 
costuming standards.  While not recognized by the Legion as the standard for admission, they are an opportunity
to inspire the individual to use more advanced techniques and means of building a better costume. The Current
LCO Albin Johnson has said that he would like to see all Detachments apply these “artisan” levels within their
individual units. But these levels of costuming standards are not the entrance level expected of new 
members, Additionally, they are not a requirement for existing members. Participation in the program is strictly
voluntary.
